You must also have satisfied your other course requirements and have a plan to satisfy your workshop requirements.  When you have completed these requirements, we will process your advancement to candidacy once you have completed the following worksheet.   There are additional requirements for finishing your PhD beyond what is required to advance to candidacy; you must defend a dissertation proposal, complete and defend your final dissertation, and register for at least 12 credits of Doctoral Dissertation research (Econ 899).
